LEGISLATIVE  - Joy Seward 
 
 

 There has been a lot of legislative news. On Tuesday, 
January 3, Dan Gookin, Steve Adams and Ron Edinger were 
sworn in as CdA, City Councilmen. Good luck and congratula-
tions. 

 

 Our County commissioners Todd Tondee, Dan Green and 
Jai Nelson had proposed dropping our precincts from 71 to pos-
sibly 44 or 50. On Tuesday, January 3rd after a lot of testimony 
and a well attended meetings, the commissioners decided to 
reduce the precincts from 71 to 70.  Eliminating one precinct will 
accommodate the new legislative redistricting map. Keep your 
eye on this one after our election in May; the commissioners 
can bring it up again. 
 
 

 On January 9, our Idaho Legislators convened for the 
2012 legislative session.  There was a wonderful article in the 
CdA Press about what the Legislature items and goals might 
be.  Here are some of the fifth district legislatorôs comments:  
CDA press January 8, 2012. 
    

 Representative Bob Nonini:  Items he will be following.   
Education items like the process for funding public education K 
thru 12, the states new requirement that all high school stu-
dents receive two credits through online learning will also be 
considered. ñWe will be sure they have the equipment they 
needò Nonini said. If there is a surplus at the end of the year 
Nonini will fight to return some funds to public education.  Lastly 
the state run health insurance exchange component of the Fed-
eral Patients and Affordable Care Act likely will be one of the 
sessionôs heavily debated issues.   
   

 Representative Frank Henderson said his emphasis will be 
on job creation.  He plans to propose an amendment that low-
ers a requirement for employers to access Department of Labor 
funding for work force housing training.  Now employers pay 
$12 an hour and benefits, Henderson believes $9 dollars an 
hour might be more realistic.  Henderson would like sales tax 
charges on building materials to be repealed. ñI want to repeal 
any regulations that stifle job creation.ò He would also be inter-
ested in a bill that would help aircraft industries to expand in 
Idaho. 
   

 Senator Jim Hammond:  Says budgeting will still be tight.  
It is important that we budget conservatively to ensure that we 
provide every opportunity for business to grow and move Idaho 
out of the recession. More work on tweaking urban renewal.  
Concerns remain about such funding extending beyond eco-
nomic development and job creation.

RURAL ISSUES -  Ann Seddon  
 The Mica Flats Grange Rural Issues Committee and the 
Mica Kidd Island Property Owners Association (MKIPOA) had 
a very productive November. Todd Messenger from Kendig-
Keast met with our two local groups and then went on a tour 
of our MKI area.  Kendig-Keast is the firm hired by Kootenai 
County to rewrite our land ordinances. 
  Martha Cook took Todd Messenger and Planning Director 
Scott Clark on an excellent 2 ½ hour tour of the area. Mr. 
Messenger saw, first hand, the uniqueness of our area. He 
saw the reality of depending on wells that are sometimes not 
predicable or consistent. Todd experienced the twisting rural 
roads and the varied terrain of our community. He learned 
about the inconsistent ability of land to perk for septic tanks. 
Most of all, he saw the rural character of our community. Mr. 
Messenger expressed the value of Idahoôs timber and agricul-
tural tax exemptions in encouraging the productive use of ru-
ral land and good stewardship. 
  We believe the meeting and the tour helped greatly in 
enhancing a better understanding of our area by the people 
who will be writing the new ordinances.  I will remain involved 
in the ongoing ordinance process to better help with area 
communication.

Stroke - When To Call a Doctor  

Call 911 or other emergency services immediately  if you 
have signs of a stroke: 

¶ Sudden numbness, tingling, weakness, or loss of 

movement in your face, arm, or leg, especially if only 
on one side of your body. 

¶ Sudden vision changes. 

¶ Sudden trouble speaking. 

¶ Sudden confusion or trouble understanding simple 

statements. 

¶ Sudden problems with walking or balance. 

¶ A sudden, severe headache that is different from past 

headaches. 

  

 Signs of a transient ischemic attack  are similar to signs 
of a stroke. But TIA symptoms usually disappear after 10 to 
20 minutes. There is no way to tell whether the symptoms are 
caused by a stroke or by TIA, so emergency medical care is 
needed for both conditions. 
 

 One morning,  not to long ago, my lower lip went to sleep 
on me.  IT LASTED ABOUT 10 MINUTES.  But about an hour 
later it came back-- WHAT I HAD WAS A TRANSIENT 
ISCHEMIC ATTACK.  Bingo! I called my Dr. and went in.  He 
ended up increasing my daily aspirin from an 81mg tablet to 
365mg and a change in my Blood Pressure meds.  If you 
have a computer Google up Stroke Symptoms and be aware 
of the signs of a stroke.

Mica Rural Site Recyclers  
 We are pleased to have begun our Rural Site Recycling Pro-
gram.  Under this program, the acceptable recyclable items do 
not need to be separated.  Just place all of the acceptable recy-
clable items you have into the Rural Site Recycling Bin.  This simple process 
makes using the recycling bin just as easy as the trash bin.   
 Initially, we will only be able to recycle a limited number of commodities. 

Please adhere to the following guidelines: 
Make sure all items are clean and free of food/grease. 
Rinse out all aluminum cans. 
Empty recyclables out of bags and boxes. 

RECYCLING UPDATE 
 In the first 27 days over 6000 pounds of materials were collected.   
We knew Mica would have a high participation rate, but we certainly did not 
think we would be hauling so often.  
 We have conducted several spot checks and composed a short list of 
concerns. 

¶ Please make sure only clean recyclables that are on the list make it 
into the bin.  Dirty items and items not on the list have to be re-
moved which takes extra time and costs money. 

¶ No Plastics or plastic bags - Remove recyclable items from plastic 
bags and other containers.  Opening bags and containers to remove 
recyclables also takes extra time and costs money. 

¶ Flatten all cardboard before placing it in the bin.  Cardboard boxes 
take up a lot more volume when they are not broken down.  This 
causes the bin to fill much faster, which decreases the ability to 
make this program pay for itself.  The third haul from your site was 
about half the weight of the previous two hauls.  Un-flattened card-
board was the main cause of the decrease in weight.    

 Looking towards the future, we would like to expand the types of items 
accepted at your location.  In order to do so, we must make this program pay 
for itself.  Thank you so much for your participation and vigilance.  Your com-
munity is making this program a success.  If you have any questions, com-
ments, or concerns please feel free to me.
